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Hail, true Body, truly 
born of the Virgin 
Mary mild, truly 
offered, racked and 
torn, on the Cross, 
for man defi led, from 
whose love-pierced, 
sacred side fl owed 
Thy true Blood’s 
saving tide:
Be a foretaste sweet to 
me in my death’s great 
agony, O Thou loving, 
gentle One, Sweetest 
Jesus, Mary’s Son.
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Faith, means to reach implicitly a 
deeper understanding of the inner 
reality of every woman ... (who) 
finds in Her her archetype and 
since her appearance on earth 
draws from Her all her original val-
ue. Even when she is not aware 
of it, with her own very normal 
existence, every woman alludes 
to the humble and regal maiden 
of Nazareth and to everything 
that the “blessed among women” 
evokes in the eyes of her Crea-
tor. Because every woman recalls 
and represents the mystery of 
Mary, the ultimate and true sense, 
even if she is far away from Her 
thoughts: to be intrinsically the 
sign and the enticing “natural” 
call ... to the prodigy of the in-
carnation, on the eternal plan of 
salvation.

Ultimately, every female fi gure, 
if she does not conceal or disfi g-
ure herself by betraying her own 
constitution and vocation, is a 
marvelous realization of the divine 

I never found better words to ex-
press this concept than those 
used by Cardina Biffi :

 If the Eternal Word - that is “God 
from God, Light from Light, true 
God from true God”, as we say in 
the Creed - is “born of a woman” 
then femininity (each femininity) is 
at the top of the authentic and the 
absolute hierarchy of the values. 
The words that had appeared 
so simple and short - “born of a 
woman” – are now shining before 
us as the declaration, the proc-

lamation, the “manifest” of what 
might be called the “female side 
of God”; a feminity not based on 
loquacity, but on facts; a femini-
ty that does not have the sparkle 
of ideologies, but the splendor of 
the “truth”; a feminity that is proof 
of love and dedication.

With very important effects not 
only for Mary, but for every wom-
an. Once again Bifi  states:

To contemplate the “mystery”

In every woman the mystery

We have often noticed how the fullness of the humanity of 
Mary permits the miracle that She could become a mod-
el for every person, whatever his/her vocation is. Withal, it 
remains, that the fact that She is a woman, inevitably adds 
something. Something which any other woman should not 
jeopardize



Sophia (wisdom) i.e. of the ideal plan de-
sired and cherished by the eternity... Every 
woman must therefore be understood as a 
message of the eternity where everything is 
said about what really matters to us. –

Wonderful words to which, in my opinion, 
nothing else could be added. Except that, 
perhaps, if this is the role of every woman 
in its very essence, then indeed very great 
are her responsibilities, because through 
her seems to go in the fi rst place the desti-
ny of all humanity. And as always, since the 
moment in which Eve as the fi rst to fall into 
the temptation to say “no” to God, Adam 
was also induced in it. However, now Mary 
has reversed the situation because it is 
through Her “yes” that all humankind can 
access even to divine fi liation.

And let us not suppose that Mary was 
able to make such an important choice just 
because She is the “Immaculate Concep-
tion” and thus without the consequences 
of original sin and, therefore, different from 
any other woman. In reality She had the 
freedom to choose good or evil. And be-
sides, even Eve was initially free from sin. 
As well as each one of us and if we are 
willing, we will be able today to hold off 
such consequences with the mediation of 
Jesus. It is always Mary, who teaches the 
woman how to handle in the complexity 
of her vocation, which should not only be 
limited to procreation. In fact, She was cer-
tainly not only a womb - in spite of its great 
importance - because Her task did not fi n-
ish at all with the birth and upbringing of 
Jesus. In fact, She was also present in all 
the major moments of Her Son’s life. Start-
ing from Cana, Galilee, where She sensed 
the right moment in which Jesus had to 
begin to prove who He really was. At the 
foot of the Cross, where She even received 
the mandate of universal motherhood. And 
fi nally in the Upper Room where together 
with the apostles She welcomed the out-
pouring of the Spirit, becoming offi cially 
also the Mother of the Church and hence 
generator not only of the physical, but also 
of the mystical body of Jesus, born out of 
His death and resurrection.

When we prepare our newsletter

“The situation is chaotic, almost apocalyptic: food is 
scarce and to buy it you have to wait in a long line, 
there is a great defi ciency of basic essentials such as 
baby milk, corruption has hit all levels of daily life, and 
the foreign debt is strangling so that we are worried 
about a complete paralysis of the state.. Many Ven-
ezuelans have chosen to emigrate to other countries, 
because the possibilities and hope in the future are 

very slim. Civil liberties have been diminished, the me-
dia have been silenced by extremely high fi nes and 
penalties and are expropriated; concessions are not 
renovated or ended by force.

I currently live in a community  of Guásimos, a region 
of Venezuela, blessed by the presence of 5 seminaries 
(diocesan seminary “St. Thomas Aquinas”, Franciscan 
Missionary Seminary “St. Joseph of Cupertino”, of the 
Friars Minor Conventual, Augustine Seminary “Our 
Lady of Good Council”, Mercedario Seminary “San 
Pedro Nolasco“, a Passionist Seminary “Mother of 
Holy Hope“). People say it is a Guinness world record.

Dear brothers, please send us an image of Rosa Mys-
tica to accompany these fi ve seminaries. The author of 
this letter is not a priest or a spiritual, but a layman who 
seeks a glimmer of freedom for his nation.
