THE VOICE OF ROSA MYSTICA
MOTHER OF THE UNIVERSAL CHURCH 
FONTANELLE DI MONTICHIARI - (Brescia)
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It is the same Mary, who ap-
peared for centuries, here and 
there in the world, usually sud-

denly, sometimes now and then 
and who makes herself known un-
der the name by which she wishes 
to be invoked at that place, like in 
recent appearances, for example, 
“Mother of the Word” at Kibeho, 
Rwanda and “Queen of Peace” 
at Medjugorje. Alternatively, like 
at Lourdes and Fatima where she 
reuses and highlights a title with 
which she is already invoked in the 
Church: in both places, she pre-
sents herself as the “Immaculate 
Conception” and in particular at 
Fatima she places her Heart in the 
center. If she does not mention any 
name, the devoted, starting a cult 
in the place where she appears or 
is evidenced by a miracle, chose 
themselves an appropriate name, 
such as “the Virgin of Tears” at Syr-

acuse or “la Conso-
lata” at Turin. Hence, 
the proliferation of 
different names with 
which we invoke the 
Mother of Jesus is 
a wonderful thing 
when Heaven itself 
invites us to do so. 
Indeed, it is defi nite-
ly a wondrous thing, 
but at the same time, 
it also is a sign that helps us to re-
member one very signifi cant thing. 
That is to say, in spite of her will-
ing co-operation with God’s de-
signs that led her to become the 
Queen of Heaven, seated next to 
the glorious Son and the Holy Trin-
ity, Mary is only a human being 
and certainly not a goddess. The 
plenitude that she has brought to 
realization and which we express 
with the many titles we attribute to 

her, this full potential development 
is the journey that each of us can 
and must achieve in pursuing our 
own particular vocation. If we get 
down to details by examining at 
least some of the many titles given 
to Mary, we realize that essentially 
there are two categories. The fi rst 
expresses the special relationship, 
which is perfect and total with God 
the Father and with her Son Jesus, 
as Mother of our Creator, Mother 
of our Savior, Ark of the covenant, 
Seat of wisdom, Mystical Rose, 
Mother of the Church and so on. 
The second group concerns her re-
lationship with us as human beings. 
And in this last category the titles 
are practically infi nite in the sense 
that each of them, if we look more 
closely, is the sign of all the beauti-
ful and good things in life that we 
want and of which we are sure that 
Mary brings us her maternal protec-
tion. Examples of this kind abound: 

Mother of Good 
Counsel, Help of 
Christians, Queen 
of peace, Queen of 
the family, Mother 
of mercy, Virgin 
most powerful, Vir-
gin most merciful, 
Virgin most faithful, 
Gate of Heaven, 
Comforter of the 
affl icted, Health of 
the sick... Briefl y, in 
Mary every need, 
desire, pain and 

problem, but also 
every hope and joy, has a reference 
point and a name that expresses 
this relationship of trust. She is the 
Safe Harbour for all kind of travel-
ers, the Star of the Sea to whom we 
always turn to arrive well, loved and 
protected by her maternal mantle in 
the refuge of Her Son, Jesus.
