Feast of Divine Mercy and in the
Saturday of May 13, to the memo-
ry of the Virgin of Fatima on the day
of the centenary of the apparitions,
also the evening attendances
were of importance, multicultural
and very devoted throughout all
Saturdays of the month May and
the Marian Eucharistic adorations.
Furthermore, there were many pil-
grims at the opening and closure
of the Marian month, at the Feast
of Saint Joseph, the worker, and
at the Feast of the Visitation of the
Blessed Virgin Mary.

The summer time is character-
ized by two important liturgical
events, which we are preparing in

I n addition to the extraordinary

order that they may bear the fruits
of a renewed Christian faith: the
feast of Maria Rosa Mystica on
July 13, and the solemnity of the
Assumption of Mary on August
15. As is well known, the 13th of
each month is traditionally linked
to the Marian veneration and by
now throughout the whole Church.
Also at Fontanelle this recurrence
is very much experienced and
participated since the origins of
the phenomenon of devotion to
Rosa Mystica, for some facts
related to the personal spiritual
experiences of Pierina Gilli. In
particular, exactly on July 13, at
Fontanelle it was established in a
very short time that this day had
to be dedicated to the liturgical

feast of Maria Rosa Mystica and
Mother of the Church, inseparably
integrating these two Marian titles;
the first title of ancient Lauretan
origin, the second more recent-
ly, solemnly proclaimed into the
faith of the Christian people by
Pope Paul VI on November 1964,
during the conclusive work of the
third Session of the Second Vat-
ican Council: “Therefore, for the
glory of the Virgin Mary and for
our own consolation, we proclaim
the Most Blessed Mary, Mother
of the Church, that is to say of all
the people of God, of the faithful
as well as of the pastors, who call
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her the most loving Mother. And we
wish that with this title the Mother
of God will be even more honored
and invoked by the entire Christian
people by supplications”.

Our great Pope of Brescia, strong
of a century-old tradition formed in
the faith of Christian people, wanted
to emphasize more and more how
the Mother of God extends her ma-
ternal task in heaven, cooperating
on the birth and growth of divine life
in the souls of believers, to form in
them, through the mysterious sup-
port of divine mercy, the very image
of his Son Jesus.

It is very significant that the Pope
invoked this maternal task in favor of
all the Christian people, pastors and
faithful lay people, in order that the
supplications directed to Mary sup-
port the path of faith and the voca-
tion for the sanctity of the baptized
and the consecrated souls. In this
light we can even more understand
the fruitful union that associates the
two Marian titles in the cult that has
developed at the Fontanelle: in the
places devoted to Rosa Mystica,
for years there has been a constant
intercession of prayer for the whole
Church for the rediscovery of the
baptismal dignity of the believers,
for priestly and religious vocations,
seminars and houses of formation
for consecrated life, for the protec-
tion of the souls already consecrat-
ed. The fruits of this prayer are now
evident in many parts of the world,
as we can see from the reports we
constantly receive, filled with re-
newed amazement and gratitude
for the work of Grace to which we
can assist.

For this reason also at Fontanelle,
building on all prayer occasions,
we humbly and obediently continue
on our way within the Church, well
aware of being entrusted to Her,
who, as a thoughtful Mother, will al-
ways be alongside her children.

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" We know well that for a tradition dating back

e serve with rituals and
prayers that seek to best
show that devotion to Mary,

who has been increasing ever since.
We talked about this topic many
times. However, there is a curious
aspect in this regard that maybe we
have never emphasized enough and
that instead this year we would like
to highlight. That is, the fact that the
13th in general, but the 13 of July in
particular, are not only important to
Fontanelle but also to another place
of great Marian importance. A place,
namely, Fatima, which has seen a

very important mariophany of which
exactly this year we just celebrated
its centenary. It is because, as we
know, appearing to Lucia, Jacinta
and Francis for the first time on May
13, 1917, Mary told them that she
would appear other times always
at the 13th of each month until the
next October. A promise which al-
ways has been respected, except
in August, but only for reasons of
force majeure as the seers, seized
by the civil authorities to be ques-
tioned, could not go to the appoint-
ment, so that Mary moved it to the

Following the publication by Editions Ares of Milan of the diaries of Pierina Gilli (edited by Riccardo
Caniato, 620 pages, € 18) from many countries multiple requests have arrived asking for the transla-
tion of the volume in other languages.

The Ares Editions are already active making a translation into Spanish, relying on a mother-tongue
translator with the supervision of a mother-tongue theologian. This will be the only official and author-
ized Spanish translation.

The right-holders of the Diaries of Pierina and the Rosa Mystica Foundation consider it of crucial
and fundamental importance that the translation has to be carried out with extreme precision, entirely
faithful to the original, in order to promote the truth as dictated by Rosa Mystica and, at the same time,
the correct discernment by the authority of the Church. Free, reckless or hasty translations could, in
fact, lead to manipulation of the message and hinder the work of theologians and maryologists.

We will inform you in the coming months about the state of progress of the works. Spanish-speaking

19th of the same month. That is not
all, because within the whole cycle,
the appearance on July 13 may in
some ways be considered the most
important one, as it is in it that par-
ticular appearance, as Lucia later
on revealed, that these three se-
crets were delivered to the children
and which would assume over time
such great relevance. Did Mary then
have a sort of singular preference
for this date? Experts in symbolism
have pointed out the strange struc-
ture of this number, namely that it is
actually composed of two figures, of
which the first is the 3, the Trinitarian
symbol par excellence, while the 1
accompanying the first, symbolizes
Mary, who, as we know, has a spe-
cial relationship with the Holy Trin-
ity: Daughter of the Father, Mother
of the Son, Bride of the Holy Spirit.
The hypothesis is certainly fascinat-
ing. But let us go back to the se-
crets mentioned above. The first is
the terrible vision of hell that scared
the visionaries very much, but also
confirmed them and us about a
truth of faith sometimes brought
into question: “an immense sea of
fire in which demons and souls were
screaming and groaning of despair
and in great pain that put us in hor-
ror, trembling with fear”. Lucia said
literally: “Thanks to our good Heav-
enly Mother, who had previously
promised us to take us to Paradise,
otherwise | think we would have
been dead of terror and fright.” The
second is the announcement of a
new war: Mary said: “You have seen
the hell in which the souls of the
poor sinners fall. To save them, God
wants to establish in the world the
devotion to my Immaculate Heart. If
they do that what | will tell you, many
souls will be saved and will have
peace. The war (the first world war)
is about to end; but if they will not
stop offending God, another worse
one will begin during the Pontiff of
Pius XII”. As we all know, this proph-
ecy unfortunately came true with
the Second World War, at the end
of which, the events of Montichiari
Fontanelle start, somehow, with the
renewed promises connected to her
Immaculate Heart. Lastly, the fa-
mous third secret: a bloody scene
within its center bishops, priests, re-
ligious and a white figure dressed in
white, in which, after the attack that
brought him close to death, John
Paul Il would recognize himself. As
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The works started this year in Fontanelle are already in the final phase, as can be
seen from the picture. We hope that we can conclude them at the beginning of
summer time, in order to accommodate all the pilgrims in the best way possible.
