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In particular, after the morning Mass 
from 12:00 to 13:00 o’clock, we 
have experienced the great prayer 

of the Hour of Grace, in the presence 
of hundreds of faithful gathered in a 
deep silence in spite of the stinging 
cold. Through these pages, we would 
like to offer everyone a paragraph of 
St. John Paul II, proposed this year 
for the Hour of Grace.

This is the solemn act of entrust-
ment to Mary at the Jubilee of the 
year 2000, made in the presence of 
all the bishops gathered for this ex-

traordinary ecclesial event; the actu-
ality of these words, even in our his-
torical era, marked even more by the 
changes of all times, renews our de-
sire to implore the Most Holy Virgin, 
Rosa Mystica “help and graces, sure 
that you will grant us”.

Today we wish to entrust to you the 
future that awaits us, and we ask you 
to be with us on our way. We are the 
men and women of an extraordinary 
time, exhilarating yet full of contradic-
tions. Humanity now has instruments 
of unprecedented power: we can turn 
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this world into a garden, or reduce 
it to a pile of rubble. We have de-
vised the astounding capacity to 
intervene in the very well-springs 
of life: man can use this power for 
good, within the bounds of the 
moral law, or he can succumb to 
the short-sighted pride of a sci-
ence which accepts no limits,but 
tramples on the respect due to 
every human being.Today as never 
before in the past,humanity stands 
at a crossroads. And once again, O 
Virgin Most Holy, salvation lies fully 
and uniquely in Jesus, your Son. 
Plead for us with your beloved Son 
that he may give us in abundance 
the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of truth 
which is the fountain of life. (…) O 
Mother, you know the sufferings 
and hopes of the Church and the 
world: come to the aid of your 
children in the daily trials which 
life brings to each one, and grant 
that, thanks to the efforts of all, the 
darkness will not prevail over the 
light. To you, Dawn of Salvation, 
we commit our journey through 
the new Millennium, so that with 
you as guide all people may know 
Christ, the light of the world and its 
only Saviour”. (John Paul II, Act of 
Entrustment, October 8, 2000)

With these feelings and vigilant 
with Mary Immaculate, we prepare 
ourselves for the Nativity of Our 
Lord Jesus and will contemplate 
the wonder of this holy night, the 
great mystery of the Incarnation: 
may the announcement of Sal-
vation overfl ow with its Light this 
historical era that we are going 
through as well as our path of per-
sonal conversion. May Maria Rosa 
Mystica support us in our journey 
in keeping alive our hope. Finally, 
I would like to wish a very peace-
ful Christmas with a fraternal em-
brace for each one of you, also on 
behalf of all the members of the 
Rosa Mystica Fontanelle Founda-
tion, the priests and the volunteers 
who offer with dedication their 
help in these places of prayer.

Maybe there are some who 
would say, “This is just a 
small thing, just a detail”. 

Yet, in my view, this is a very im-
portant sign – among many others 
– of the great devotion, which, in 
spite of everything, still subsists in 
the people of God towards Mary, 
wherever she manifested or con-
tinues to manifest herself. I believe 
that a dedication at the present 
time is not only signifi cant in itself, 
but it is also important as a vehi-
cle towards the Christian faith as 
a whole. In simple words: I fi rmly 
believe that as long as the places 
of Marian devotion will continue 
to be a destination for pilgrim-
ages and prayer and if believers, 
though limited in number and in 
increasingly difficult conditions, 
continue to grow in their heart 

the devotion toward the Mother, 
the faith in Jesus and in the Holy 
Trinity, is not likely to lack. And 
this because it will be Mary, to 
feed it continuously, keeping alive 
and operating the umbilical cord 
that, starting from the Incarnation, 
binds in a new way the earth and 
the sky, of which she was the in-
strument in that time and now is 
its warrantee.

This is also affi rmed by the fi rst 
Marian dogmas, elaborated with 
great diffi culties in the fi rst Chris-
tian centuries and that some peo-
ple treat with disdain, but which 
on the contrary, perfectly defi ne 
the situation, i.e. the close link 
between the Mother and the Son, 
eternal bond of life, fi rst of all for 
Jesus who found in his Mother’s 
bosom his place on earth and

Unfortunately, for family reasons, I could not personally 
attend the Hour of Grace celebrated in Fontanelle last 
December 8, the seventieth time since 1947. However, 
I was consoled by the news that the church was very 
full and that even the outside areas were crowded with 
believers.  At the end of the Mass, the priest who pre-
sided, invited those who were not able to remain for the 
Hour of Grace, to leave silently in order not to disturb 
its celebration. Nevertheless, no one, really no one, has 
moved, even those who had been standing for a long 
time were willing to stay for another hour. 
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now for every man who wants to 
participate in this great mystery 
of grace and salvation. Mary is 
enabled to operate this continu-
ous passage of grace precisely 
because she is both the Mother 
of Jesus the man and the Mother 
of God, that is to say, of the Word 
that was made fl esh.

It is also that, in one form or an-
other, Mary continues to reaffi rm 
in all her more and more frequent 
apparitions in the world. She re-
minds all of us, often so distract-
ed, engaged in other things, se-
duced by many temptations and 
risking more and more to drift 
away from the faith. “Return to 
Jesus”, she repeats, “Keep Him 
in your heart, believe in His love, 
change your life. The joy that each 
of you yearns for, is not to be 
found in inconstant and fl eeting 
pleasures, but is rooted in God, 
stay with Him by prayer”. “And I”, 
she states, “I am here for you, to 
help you on your journey to sup-
port you in material and spiritual 
difficulties, like a Mother, His 
Mother and your Mother”.

I thought of all this when in my 
room, I lived my Hour of Grace 
in solitude, while being spirit-
ually united to the believers in 
Fontanelle, asking especially 

Rosa Mystica for her assistance, 
among others, that all the faith-
ful will not give up their Christian 
faith at a time when everything 
seems to oppose it, at a time 

when everything seems to take 
indefi nite forms. At a time when, 
for example, Christmas is just be-
coming a beautiful pagan feast 
to celebrate with gifts, delicious 
dishes, a tree, while the real gift, 
this extraordinary Child who came 
to us from Heaven,  is lost on the 
horizon, and the symbol that ex-
presses it for centuries, that is 
to say, the cradle, is more and 
more forgotten, if not completely 
denied. Or Easter, which only be-
comes a beautiful spring festival, 
more and more removed from the 
great mystery from which it origi-
nated, that is to say from the true 
spring of humanity which fi nds in 
the resurrection of Christ its true 
cornerstone. And so on.

We are just small beings and we 
have to recognize that the danger 
of losing ourselves can also affect 
all of us. Let us stay very close to 
Maria, Rosa Mystica, who will not 
fail to help us to remain faithful.

■ From BolzanoFrom Bolzano - November 9, 2017 - I am mar-
ried to Elvira since 2005, we live in Bolzano and our lit-
tle girl was born in 2008. After a caesarean delivery, my 
wife got serious health problems and in the following 
months she had to undergo three abdominal surgeries.
